Description:

The Class of 1991 Foundation was established to fund senior thesis research and independent work as well as community service summer internships for undergraduates in good standing.  Thesis research can take place during the summer or the academic year.  Awards are limited to amounts up to $1000 and are based on the applications received and the number and amounts of awards distributed in a given year.  Award recipients are asked to provide a brief update upon completion of the proposed project or internship.  

The Fund is intended to be our permanent and recurring contribution to Princeton’s legacy on a permanent basis.  Funding is our way of giving something back to Princeton.  The Fund will allow the Class of 1991 to be involved in undergraduate activities, have an impact on research that is taking place and/or enable a student to contribute to a socially beneficial project.  Grants will go to a variety of students working in different causes.

This year we are putting particular emphasis on water access related projects.  Undergraduates who are investigating systematic approaches to reducing the percentage of people without access to potable water or proper sanitation are encouraged to apply.

Application and Selection Process:

Deadline: April 14 - Application must be received (not postmarked) by the given date.  Email applications are not accepted.

Program Funding: Grants up to $1000

Application forms are available through the Alumni Council and on our class website.  The board reviews applications, and an applicant can expect to be contacted within 6 weeks after the deadline.  When competing proposals are equal, seniority counts (i.e. seniors get preference over juniors, etc.) so applications may be re-submitted.  The fund does not give grants for projects that have taken place or for reimbursing loans or prior expenses.

For both thesis research and internships, the applicant should provide sufficient information on the purpose of the project, its relevance to the course of study or area of service, and a budget to justify financial assistance.

Factors considered include other funding sources sought/granted, motivation for project, and apparent value of the project.  Applicants should specifically outline plans for the use of the grant.  Projects should have detailed goals with reasonable plans for obtaining them and a realistic budget.   

Please include a letter of support. (Please attach a duplicate to each copy of the application.  The letter does not need to be sealed).

Interview by phone may be requested.

Program Funding: 

The Fund was established in 1999.  The maximum annual level of funding is determined by the amount of interest earned on class treasury funds and past years’ performance.  Donations may be directed toward the Fund specifically but cannot be earmarked for a specific grant.  The class may withhold class treasury interest from the Fund as it deems necessary to conduct class business except for donations directed to the Fund specifically.
